The Conference
Physicians, especially those in small practices, have a number of questions regarding compliance issues.  For 2009, over 9,000 complaints against physicians was received by the Office of Professional Medical Conduct.  From October 2008 to September 2009 over 2,800 complaints alleging fraud were received by the New York State Medicaid program.  In addition to these, federal and private insurers continue to place  heightened scrutiny and emphasis on health care fraud and abuse.  The recent passage of health care reform legislation focused on keeping health care costs down while covering more people, which means that compliance issues and legal protections will both become more important for physicians.  Society members call the offices and ask for referral to the Society’s third–party payer assistance program and legal counsel for assistance in issues related to requests from private insurers and OPMC disciplinary questions.   Reports from local law firms see a number of clients having difficulties in this area. Physicians need to be compliant, aware of both new and old regulations, and have systems in place in order to insure that their practices follow all pertinent regulations.
